. THREE "I ' 9" FOR THE PREACHER 
By Hel!man Ast 

In Broadus' Preparation.and Delilvery of Sermons, o-ur text­
book at school, there is a short division on s·ermons to Children. 
To ~e·. this is one of tp.e most important chapters in the book--no·l. 
because I am overly interested in children's sermons, f .or I have 
~a tely preached but very little ·especially to children •. But_ the~ 
is a paragraph in this dj)vision that begins thus, "In general, 
in preaching to children the three principal things to do are: ~­
!!!~~~ ~o ins!~~..t !.2_!!!}E!6S!.:." . The underlining is mine; I 
have thcs e worc1s underscoxled in my book. Men and women are. aftE 
all, simply overgrown boys and· girls, and eJtcept . that· we must "", 
~~e them in more advanced form, the same principles apply to adu: 
as do to children. These three 11I's" are as importfant to the 
preacher as are the three "R' s n to the child- in school. 

The first ni", ·~o interest, is intensely important ·. Preache·t 
if you simply cannot interest· your people·, you might as well qui; . 
The boy at school may be compelled to study lessons that are dr .. / 
to him,· but not so at church where attendance and attention are 
voluntary. A man once told me that he found his church a , good 
place to rest and go to . sleep o Our ai. m · should, be, to endeavor to 
so interest people· that they will keep awakeKEBH even when the~ 
feel sleepy. Brother -Chapel told us 1at school once, "Get the at-

, tent ion of ·people if you have to turn the benches ·up. u nut I can 
·expect others to be iriterestedin my mess·age unless I myself am 
intensely interested in it. , , . 

· Most of our audiences are not made up of I students ~, and mere 
abstract teaching will not hold them. We must' preach concrete 
truth. ·Here lies the ,value of good illustrations. I know a good , 
deep minister whose preaching is so abstract, so li-ttle ill1.lstr& 
that it· seems dull to raost people~ 'I know, another preacher whos 
s'ermons, other. minister complain, contain little ,more than anec­
dote~,_ltet·mos~ people cal;L hi,m a gooQ. ·preacher. And we don•t 
preach to· preachers but to the ¢·asses, if' we can get them. Ask fJ1

Imparting inf9rmation, h ov.,rever, is r:.1ore than telling facts, 
it is more than having _ ;Yl1.p i=~ s t ~~~:e turn about reading the lesson 
out of the qual.,tex~Jy; · :~_ t is actually getting the truths of the 
lesson to you1., pupils. ':~his can not be· done when the lesson is 
told to childx~en in tei":tl1s they can not comp1•ehend.
